SAPREF worker dies after explosion

Nulliah Siddamma is
still traumatised after

the ordeal

An 88-year-old pensioner
has been left devastated
after she was conned of
R40, 000 worth of jew-
ellery, recently. Nulliah
Siddamma, a Merebank
resident who lives on her
own, said that a day be-
fore the robbery a woman
called her claiming that
she knew her and her
family and wanted to pay
her a visit. The pensioner
who believed that this
lady might be a relative
agreed to the visit. “The
following day, the
woman who had black
stripes on her face, came
to see me. I invited her in
and she began talking
about my family as if she
knew them. She then said
that she was an official at
the MTSS Hall and in-
vited me to join the senior
citizens on their annual
trips,” she said. 
Siddamma continued to
speak to the woman. “She
was persistent about me
joining her on the trips
and asked me a few per-
sonal questions about
how much money I have
and where I keep it. She
also wanted to have a
look at the other rooms
and asked if the bangles
on my wrists were real
gold. At that time, I did
not find it strange. I felt
as if I wasn’t in my right
state of mind,” she added. 
The visit grew stranger
for the pensioner when
she asked the guest what
her name was. The ques-
tion was quickly averted.
The mysterious woman
then showed the 88-year-
old pictures of other eld-
erly women who are part
of the MTSS group and
insisted that she put on
her jewellery and pose for
a picture. “I reluctantly
went into my room and
put on my two gold
pieces which I had for
over 20 years,” said Sid-
damma. 
After her picture was
taken, she went back into
her room to store away
her jewellery, unaware
that the woman was
watching her. “I suddenly
needed to use the toilet so
I left the woman alone
sitting on my couch. I
heard her shout ‘Where
are you?” While Sid-
damma was in the bath-
room, the woman told the
elderly woman that she
needed to go.
“When I went back to the
lounge she was gone. I
went to my room and no-
ticed that my jewellery
had disappeared. I was
devastated and felt vio-
lated that this woman
used my trust to gain ac-
cess into my home by
using my family's names.
In the 50 years that I have
been living here, I never
have I experienced such a
crime,” said a trauma-
tised Siddamma . She

One person is dead and two were left seriously
injured after a fuel pipeline exploded at the
SAPREF refinery, last Friday.  It’s believed
that the workers were working on the pipeline
when it exploded.

This is the second incident of this nature that
occurred in a space of two weeks.  
Community members in Merebank flooded so-
cial networks expressing their concern over the
recent incidents at SAPREF. One commenta-
tor said that she thought it was thunder when
she heard the explosion, but when she looked
outside she noticed that the sky was bright or-
ange. “Refinery explosions seem to be the
norm in Durban South. This is surely creating
a massive environmental problem in our com-
munity,” said the woman.
The two employees who were left with serious
burns are in a stable condition. The high flames from the explosion.

but no report was taken
from her.

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Bail opposed for armed robbers
Bail was opposed at the Scottburgh Court for five men from Umlazi
who were arrested and charged with conspiracy to commit armed rob-
bery, possession of unlicensed firearms and ammunition and an ex-
plosive device.
Last Friday night, Brighton Beach Cluster Anti Carjacking and House
Robbery Task Team received intelligence about five men planning to
commit a house robbery in the Scottburgh area. The task team was
mobilised and they made their way to Scottburgh only with a descrip-

tion of the vehicle, make and colour in hand. The exact location was not
known to the team so they chose to hold a waylay operation on the
main road leading to Scottburgh with the Port Shepstone K9 Unit mem-
ber.
After waiting more than two hours, Sergeant Jooste spotted the vehicle
taking the Scottburgh off ramp. The vehicle was followed by the
Brighton Beach Task Team and Port Shepstone K9 Unit vehicle trav-
elling into the direction of Dududu.
After spotting the marked police vehicles, a high speed chase ensued
between the suspects and police. With advance driving techniques, Ser-
geant Jooste forced the suspects’ vehicle off the road and the suspects
were tactically removed from their vehicle.
Upon searching the suspects and vehicle they found; two fully loaded
unlicensed firearms, a stun grenade, balaclavas, gloves and cable ties.
The items found in the vehicle also fit the modus operandi of items

used recently during several house robberies
that were committed in the Amanzimtoti, Fol-
weni, Park Rynie and Isipingo policing area.
Suspects are being linked to other crimes. The
firearms will also be sent for forensic analysis
to confirm if they have been used in the com-
mission of other offences. Brighton Beach
Cluster Commander, Brigadier James Sayer,
commended Sgt. Jooste, Cst Nene, Cst Pule
and the Port Shepstone K9-Unit members for
their operational support and team work which
led to the arrests and recovery of the unlicensed
firearms and explosive device. The suspect has
been remanded to Westville prison and will ap-
pear at court for bail application on April 29.

Here are some things that aren’t over-
rated. Love. Dogs. Exercise. And Fer-
raris. Now Ferrari is easily the world’s 

most glittering automotive brand and nothing 
I’ve driven quite galvanises onlookers like one 
of these machines from Maranello - and I’ve 
helmed a few of them. 

So you might think that maybe - just maybe - 
once you slice past the hype they’re not quite so 
wonderful, not quite so worthy of the lore and leg-
end surrounding them. You’d be wrong. 

It so happens that the current crop of Ferraris 
is beyond superb on all levels, while these cars 
truly do embody metaphysical soul, being so 
much more than a mere agglomeration of metal, 
glass, and rubber. The new California T is a good 
example indeed, embodying as it does the manu-
facturer’s current swing away from traditional, 
naturally aspirated engines towards turbocharging, 
something that we’ll see more of when the new 
488 GTB reaches us in early 2016.

Now some detractors might have mumbled that 
the original California was a bit of a “soft” Fer-
rari. A boulevard cruiser, albeit a beautiful and fast 
one. Well, with the advent of turbocharging the 
new car’s torque is up by a massive 49 percent - 
to 755Nm. Power increases by 52kW to 412kW. 
And that’s enough to move the red machine - be-

cause all Ferraris are red, aren’t they? - from rest 
to 100km/h in 3.6 seconds. Top speed is a claimed 
316km/h. Supercar stuff. Fuel consumption, 
meanwhile, has dropped by 15 percent, although 
I can’t quite imagine that being of special concern 
to buyers in this rarefi ed segment.

But never mind cold, old fi gures. The turbo-
charging of this V8 machine - whose engine ca-
pacity is now down to 3,855cc - should make con-

verts of even purists who eschew force-fed motors, 
with power delivery being linear and sequential. 
Turbo-lag is imperceptible. Near non-existent. 
And very, very importantly the acoustics are fi ner 
than ever, acoustics being something that are often 
compromised with turbocharging. Prod the throttle 
and this Ferrari wails and shrieks and makes the 
blood run cold.

The 2+2 machine is also a fi nely wrought beast 

and build quality is stellar. The days when Ferraris 
were apparently just engines with the rest of the 
car being a casual - if beautifully styled - after-
thought are long gone. It’s practical too. This is the 
second California I’ve spent time with - the fi rst 
being the original, normally aspirated model - and 
it would be quite feasible to use one of these cars 
on a daily basis, all the more so with the retractable 
hard top which opens or closes in 14 seconds.

And here’s another important bit. The California 
T is a far sharper scalpel than the outgoing model. 

Piloting the test car on everything from serpen-
tine twisties to long freeway stretches rammed this 
home - and it’s largely due to the likes of Mag-
naride dampers that respond 50 percent faster, im-
proved steering response, and a new steering box 
and suspension set-up. Add to this the latest evolu-
tion of the F1-Trac control system and a carbon-
ceramic braking system, and the machine is a bona 
fi de performance package. One that’s as capable of 
grand touring and shopping trips as it is of dealing 
with a race track.

It also looks quite simply superb thanks to ma-
jor styling upgrades in collaboration with Pininfa-
rina, and from its Frau semi-aniline leather trim to 
fl anks inspired by the 250 Testa Rossa’s famous 
pontoon-fender styling, it’s a Faberge egg of a 
package.

The price? This entry-level Ferrari - if you’ll 
pardon the misnomer - is yours for R3.68 million.

Motoring journalists often have to be 
careful when, after a string of posh 
cars, they’re supplied a much cheaper 

vehicle to evaluate. The less expensive jobbie 
often feels hopelessly inadequate and under-
equipped until you’ve had time to readjust 
your viewpboint to the real world.

  After a succession of big, very powerful test 
vehicles the much cheaper, albeit still expensive, 
Audi TT TFSI 2.0 Coupé that fell into my clutches 
a few weeks ago came as a breath of fresh air be-
cause within 100 metres it reminded me what driv-
ing pleasure is all about. 

 The recently-launched new range has shrunk 
from seven models with three engines to just two 
models, both coupés, sharing a 169kW / 370Nm 

turbocharged petrol engine. That’s slightly up 
from the 155kW / 350Nm of the older two-litre 
version, and the car’s about 50kg lighter, which all 
makes a difference.  There will be a 228kW TTR 
version arriving later this year. 

The recently-launched third-generation TT is 
sharper and a little more hard-core looking than 
the old, with sharper lines and beefy twin tail-
pipes.  It’s the same length as the outgoing car, but 

has a slightly longer wheelbase which makes for a 
more spacious cabin.  

The new interior is a joy because of its mini-
malistic, almost Spartan layout that doesn’t over-
whelm with hard-to-work-out knobs, levers and 
switches. The digital speedometer and rev-counter 
are in the usual place ahead of the driver, with 
the audio and driver displays sharing a tidy 12” 
screen.

 The test car came with brown leather uphol-
stery, with most of the rest of the interior being 
black with an occasional touch of matte silver just

to break the gloom. The TT still has two tiny rear 
seats that aren’t fi t for purpose, but the area they 
occupy expands the boot from a reasonable 305 
litres to a mammoth 712 litres when they’re folded 
forwards.   

But driving is what this car is all about, so I 
stopped taking notes and set forth.  

The TT was the two-wheel drive version that 
retails at R558,000 - that’s R84,000 cheaper than 
the all-wheel-drive version and I’d save the money 
if I were buying. Both models come only with a 
six-speed auto dual-clutch transmission, but as 
Audi sold six autos for every manual in the last 
TT range the decision to drop the manual probably 
makes sense. 

The Audi TT feels like a little go-kart on the 
road. It’s very lively, with the 0-100 sprint being 
dispensed with in under six seconds, and there’s 
loads of torque throughout the rev range. 

Handling on the road is impeccable, the steering 
precise and the ride would be hard if this wasn’t a 
sports car, but for what it is, that’s perfect. The TT 
has soul and it’s enormous fun if you enjoy driving 
and don’t need a four-seater.  

It’s also beautifully built and the pricing is rea-
sonable - if you have the money.
