Two men arrested for Merebank robbery

The world’s largest
republic celebrates its
64th anniversary

On January 26, India will celebrate its 64th Re-
public Day in grand celebrations throughout the
vastly populated country. A vibrant electoral
democracy has been India’s most enduring and
endearing identity ever since India adopted a
great constitution that made it a democratic re-
public with universal adult suffrage. This was
considered by the developed countries as a fool-
hardy misadventure. Their skepticism was based
on the ground realities of the time. India had been
devastated by a deadly partition in which millions
of lives were lost. It was an unequal, fractured
caste based hierarchical society with 84 percent
illiteracy and extreme poverty.

The 14th General Election in May 2014, was the
biggest election in world history. As many as 554
million of 834 million registered voters exercised
their franchise at 931,986 polling booths on 1.8
million electronic voting machines (EVMs). In
sheer size, the Indian electorate is bigger than the
combined voter population of each continent. In
fact, it is like 90 countries rolled into one, not just

in terms of numbers alone, but the complexities,
as well.

India is undoubtedly the most diverse country in
the world -multi-religious, multi-cultural, multi-
lingual, and multi-ethnic, besides geographical di-
versity (deserts, mountains, plains, forests,
islands, and coastal areas). We have all the
world's major religions, 22 official languages and
780 spoken languages. The demands of this di-
versity can be mind boggling. Equally difficult
are the other challenges of fighting terrorism, se-
curity threats, adjusting to globalisation and rising
expectations of IT savvy growing middle class.
A stage has come in India when holding a free
and fair election is taken for granted. In fact, not
holding one would be news. We must not let that
happen. This is India’s promise to its own people

and to the world.

leged hijackers. The
suspects requested
the services of the
taxi, which was sup-
posed to take them to
Archery Road in
Clairwood.

The unsuspecting
driver drove them to
their destination and
upon arrival, one of
the suspects’ tazered
the driver and de-
manded that he hand
over the vehicle to
which he refused.
The victim decided
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to drive off with the
armed robbers in-
side, but one of the
suspects tried to pull
up the hand break
while the other at-
tempted to strangle
the driver, causing
him to collide with a
stationary truck.

Members of the
Brighton Beach
Crime Prevention

Unit were on patrol
and as they drove
past the business
premises, they no-
ticed a group of peo-
ple,  who had
gathered at the

scene. When they es-
tablished what the
situation was, they
moved into various
directions to pursue
the men. The officers
managed to arrest all
the suspects, recover
the tazer and two
knives, which were
also found on them.
The men  were
charged with at-
tempted carjacking.

While interviewing
the suspects, one of
them received a call
from the person, who
allegedly hired them
to hijack the metered
taxi. The suspect
then revealed that the
person, who hired
them, owns a gun
that is unlicensed.
Warrant Officer
Nathi Ndlovu, who
led the crime preven-
tion team, set up a
sting operation and

arrested the alleged
unlicensed gun
owner; however, he
was not in possession
of the firearm.

A second operation
was set up to appre-
hend the perpetrator
and upon searching
him, they found a
9mm Parabellum pis-
tol and 17 live rounds
of ammunition in his
possession. Further
investigations  re-
vealed that the
firearm was reported
stolen in 1998 in
Vereeniging during a
robbery.

The firearm was sent
for ballistic analysis
to confirm if it had
been used in the
commission of any
firearm related cases.
The two men were
charged for posses-
sion of unlicensed
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firearms and ammu-
nition.

The six men, aged
between 20 and 32,
appeared in court on
Wednesday for vari-
ous charges ranging
from attempted car-
jacking to possession
of unlicensed firearm
and ammunition.
They were remanded
into police custody
for further investiga-
tion.

Brighton Beach man-
agement commended
the taxi driver for the
bravery shown by
him, and the by-
standers for appre-
hending one suspect.
Warrant Officer
Nathi Ndlovu and his
Crime  Prevention
team were also com-
mended for their ef-
forts.

hen turbodiesel sales first
began gaining substantial
traction a decade or more

ago, it was almost obligatory for mo-
toring writers to point out in their
road tests that these beasts were far
removed from the asthmatic, lethar-
gic old oil-burners of yore.

And now with some of the new-
generation hybrid vehicles hitting the
market it seems obligatory to point out
that not all of the breed are inoffensive
green machines designed for economy
and low emissions at the cost of per-
formance and charisma.

Some of the more famous cases, of
course, number the formidable Ferrari
LaFerrari, which with its petrol and
electric powerplants running in tan-
dem bangs down a biblical 588kW.

And then there are hybrid sports se-
dans such as the Infiniti Q50 S Hybrid
here.

Electric dreams

Now drive one of these beasts and
chances are that to the automotively
illiterate you might have to not only
explain that the Hybrid nomenclature
doesn’t denote a pallid fuel-sipper, but
also explain that Infiniti is Nissan’s
luxury division. Rather what Lexus is
to Toyota. At least I had to in my week
with the car.

You see, Infiniti seems to be gain-
ing traction rather slowly on the South
African market.

In October last year, for instance,
just 25 Q50 sedans found homes lo-
cally. Compare this to the almost 1
100 BMW 3 Series - the Q50’s logical
competitor - sold in the same month.

This despite the Infiniti Red Bull
Racing and Sebastian Vettel link - and
the fact that the brand was launched

back in 1989, while in markets such as
the US it enjoys formidable presence.

But driving an Infiniti does, at the
very least, garner you a degree of ex-
clusivity in the SA context, and its ve-
hicles are quite simply superb.

The Q50, for one, has a sort of fluid,
almost organic styling, and build qual-
ity, equipment levels and the abun-
dance of high-tech are all to be con-
jured with.

The Q50 S Hybrid here packs the
likes of Distance Control Assist,

which uses laser to keep a safe follow-
ing distance from the vehicle in front.
Meanwhile, its Intelligent Cruise Con-
trol automatically slows you down
when traffic in front slows, and then
accelerates back once the way is clear.
Technologies such as these aren’t
unique to the Infiniti. Other cutting-
edge machines - and notably German
ones - employ them.

But on the Q50 they seem to blend
especially seamlessly, while there’s
no shortage of muscle with a silken
3.5-litre V6 motor combined with an
electric unit pouring on 261kW and
a massive 536Nm of torque. All of
which runs through one of the better
seven-speed automatic gearboxes that
I’ve encountered.

Expect a run from rest to 100km/h
in around 5.1 seconds and a fuel con-
sumption in the region of 6.8 litres per
100km in the combined cycle.

Cut now to the interior. Aaah, that
superbly sculpted interior, complete
with twin LCD VGA touch screens
and a brilliant Bose sound system, as
well as the likes of dual-zone adaptive
climate control and pretty much elec-
tric everything. Of course.

On the Q50 Hybrid - as opposed to
the rest of the Q50 range - you also get
what’s billed as a world first on a pro-
duction car. Namely Direct Adaptive
Steering (DAS).

This “steer by wire” technology
essentially allows the driver to ad-
just both the steering’s response and
weight to suit personal preferences.

On the move the machine conspires
to feel muscular, controllable, tracta-
ble and perfectly predictable - even
under duress. Ride quality, of course,
is superb, inclined towards sporty,
while those vast reserves of torque
mean that pulling power is prodigious
at almost all speeds.

And for this you’ll pay R585,000,
with only an AWD version of the rear-
wheel-drive Hybrid sitting higher in
the seven-model Q50 range.

Nice, Infiniti. Very nice.

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Japanese tech takes on American muscle

he Detroit Motor Show has roots running

back to 1899; it's one of the biggest motor

shows held in North America and given

the Detroit motor industry's importance and his-

tory in the United States it's an apt place to hold
such an event.

Being the mecca of American motoring, it's no

wonder that Ford chooses Detroit to showcase its

mettle. But this year the blue oval outdid themselves
as it rolled out the brand new GT supercar; a car
that can trace its bloodline all the way back to those
lovely GT40s from the '60s.

Not to be outdone, Honda unveiled the produc-
tion version of the long overdue NSX - the original
of which was released over 25 years ago and one
that Formula One legend Ayrton Senna had a hand
in developing.

So, plenty of history floating about but more im-

portantly two new supercars jostling for the lime-
light, both scheduled to arrive by early next year,
each producing over 450kW and you'd have to ad-
mit both look rather good.

They are however two completely different takes
on the whole supercar thing. Honda opted to follow
the footsteps of the Porsche 918, Ferrari le Ferrari
and McLaren P1 by utilising a petrol-electric hybrid
power unit that is complex and technical beyond
comprehension.

Then there are three
electric motors involved; two powering the front
wheels and one joined to the petrol motor in the
back to fill the torque gap while the turbo's spool.

All this is somehow connected up with a nine
speed dual clutch automatic gearbox, sending pow-
er to all four wheels. Whew.

Undemeath Honda 'optimised' everything - en-
gine, motors, battery pack etc - to keep the vehicle's
mass low and centred. The NSX uses a space frame
design made from aluminium, high-strength steel

Chev’s Sonic LS

Brightens its image in Black and White

ate last year General Motors brought
I out slightly jazzed-up limited-edition
versions of the Chev Sonic 1, 6 LS five-

door hatchback.

Called the Black and White editions, the 200
cars come in Carbon Flash Black or Snowflake
White Pearl, with the rear spoilers and side mir-
rors painted in what the factory calls Orange
Rock. We were sent the White version and
thought it looked pretty cool with its black 16"
alloy rims shod with 205/55 R16 rubber.

The car is mechanically identical to the stand-
ard 1, 6 LS, but has an upgraded sound system
- Chevrolet's excellent MyLink Infotainment
system. At R205,700 it costs R4,000 more than
the LS, and the extras are worth the additional

damage to your wallet.

We liked the Sonic last time we drove it, and
enjoyed this one as well. The Korean's build cars
every bit as well as the Japanese - maybe bet-
ter - and the test car felt pretty damn good on
the road.

The ride 1s firm but plush, taking away some
of the pothole anxiety I've developed over the
last few years, the dash layout is appealing and
the switchgear feels good and solid. The engine
and gearbox is unchanged since 2011, with a
1,6 litre naturally aspirated four-cylinder engine
offering 85kW of power and 155Nm of torque,
which is reasonable enough.

The five-speed manual gearbox lets the side
down though, because while everything's hunky-

dory around town, on the freeway the Sonic feels
very buzzy, with 120km/h in top equating to
4,000rpm. It all felt far too busy for my liking,
and a sixth cog would fix that.

The Sonic LS is significantly more pricy than
the R168,500 asking price of the 1, 6 LS we
evaluated four years ago but that's simply a sign
of the times.

Its rivals at around the R200 mark include the
Kia Rio 1,4 Tech, the Hyundai120 1,4 Glide, the
VW Polo Hatch 1,2 TSI, the Toyota Yaris 1,3 and
the Ford Fiesta 5-door 1.4 Trend. The little Chev
is a very worthy competitor in a tough market,
and its engine delivers more power and torque
