The family of murdered Phoenix gran,
Mari Moses, can finally breathe a sigh
of relief after it was allegedly reported
that the main suspect who was on the

run for five months has been found.
Sources close to the case have told the
Phoenix Sun that Warren Ryan
Krishna (22), former neighbour of the

victim was traced to the area around
Addington Hospital. It is believed that
he may have been staying in the area
at the time of his arrest.

Murder suspect arrested
The murder of the 80-year-old
grandmother last year, sent shock-
waves through the relatively quiet
Birchmore Place in Stanmore,
where she lived for over 30 years
before her brutal death.  The life-
less body of the much-respected
grandmother was found in her two
bedroom flat on November 4.
Neighbours became suspicious
after not seeing her carrying out
her normal routine and when one
of them went to investigate, she
found the pensioner lying in a
pool of blood.
The savagery used in her murder
is something that her friends and
neighbours are still struggling to
come to terms with. The Phoenix
Sun journalist spoke to neigh-
bours and friends at the time of
her murder and she was described
as a woman who was a ‘mother
figure’ to all who knew her. Moses
had sustained stab wounds to her
neck and breast as well as burns
on her stomach during her brutal
assault. Residents were unable to
make sense of who would want to
kill the beloved Moses and
sources close to the investigation
indicated that there was the strong
possibility that her murder was
linked to drug activity in the area.
The suspect was eventually iden-

tified and went missing and a
manhunt was launched.  After
nearly five months on the run, the
man was traced to the Addington
beachfront where he had been
allegedly living since fleeing.  He
was arrested and was taken into
court on Tuesday to be charged
with murder. Station commander,
Br Ndlovu would like to express
his gratitude to Detective Nadasen
for his amazing work that led to
the arrest.

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Five people were shot and one is believed to
be in a critical condition following an armed
heist on an armored truck at the Checkstar
Shopping Centre in Whitehouse, last week.
Witnesses at the scene reported that the inci-
dent occurred at 9:30am.  A gang of about five
men carrying machine guns opened fire on the
crowd, in a attempt to cease an armored truck
that was turning into the centre. A witness
said, “We suddenly saw people from
Checkstar running in the direction of the cen-
tre and then there was the sound of a string of
firecrackers going off everywhere. It was
mayhem. We ran and took cover anywhere we
could. It was traumatic."

It's alleged that the gang first robbed the super-
market before fleeing and stopping the
armored truck. The tyre of the truck was shot
and it then came off.  Shots were fired at the
driver to break the bulletproof windows. The
driver of the armored vehicle survived the
assault with minor injury to his arm. The gang shot another truck dri-
ver who was blocking their path and a female passenger of another
vehicle.  
According to KZN VIP spokesman, Gareth Naidoo, another victim
was found near Glen Anil. He said, “We are not sure at present why
or how this man was involved in the robbery. His car shows that it
was heavily hit by gun fire and we know that he was near the scene.
We also had reports that the robber tried to hijack another vehicle in
their efforts to escape.” The victim found in Glen Anil was rushed to
hospital in a critical condition. There are no reports that any money
was taken from the armored truck at the scene. No suspects have been
arrested.

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For months, the issue about the lack of lighting on the Phoenix
Highway and JG Champion (Northern Drive), has been a point of con-
cern for many motorists. Concerned residents approached Cllr Tino
Pillay about the issue and according to the councillor, he had a posi-
tive response after months of negotiations. 
He said, “Months of deliberation with emails, long conversations via
cellphones and an onsite inspection has finally led to a positive note.

The street lights on the Phoenix Highway
and JG Champion Drive has finally got the
attention it deserves. Most of the faults expe-
rienced on the highway was due to cable
theft.” 
The councillor is pleased that the matter is
resolved but urges all residents to be vigilant
and report any known cable theft. “I am
appealing to all the residents of Phoenix to be
vigilant in ensuring that we have street lights.
Stolen cables affect us all so be a pro-active
citizen and report any known incidents or
culprits,” added Pillay. 
Superintendent of Lighting Works, Mr NI
Mabuya, emphasised on the importance of
reporting irregular or illegal activities to the
tollfree (24 hrs) number 080-1313-111.

Members of the public are being
warned not to carry or use unli-
censed weapons that do not belong
to them.  This stern warning comes
after a Phoenix man was found in
possession of a firearm that did not
belong to him and was sentenced to
four years in the Verulam Court,
recently. In another incident, crime
prevention officers stopped and
searched another 20-year-
old man and discovered a handker-
chief with five live rounds of bul-
lets. The bullets apparently belong

to a friend. He was charged and
appeared in court last week. The
Phoenix Crime Prevention Unit was
patrolling the area on the evening of
November 29, when the suspect
was spotted. A search was conduct-
ed which revealed a 9mm gun
which was later identified as
belonging to another person.  Lt
Col Munien said, “These firearms
are used in crimes such as murder
and armed robberies and must be
removed from our streets.” 

An 18-year-old
Phoenix resident
was charged with
attempted murder
after he allegedly
shot at a stranger in
an alleged road rage
attack. This incident
took place on
Longbury Drive at
8:15pm, recently. A
24-year-old man
made a purchase at a
store along the road
and was about to
reverse on to
the Phoenix

Highway when a
green car drove by. A
man inside the green
car allegedly began
hurling abuse at the
complainant before
taking out a gun and
firing gun shots in
the direction of the
victim. The vehicle
was slightly dam-
aged but no other
injuries were report-
ed. The matter was
reported to police
who launched an
investigation and

tracked down the sus-
pect, Delon Naidoo,
18. Naidoo appeared
in court to face
charges for attempted
murder.

A Phoenix resident was brutally assaulted with a
baseball bat and stabbed, recently.  The victim
was at a friend's home in Chadvale when a
known man approached him and asked to speak
to his brother.  According to police reports, the
suspect immediately assaulted the complainant
with a bat before stabbing him on his left arm
and side of his back with a knife. The suspect
eventually stopped and took both the victims'
cellphones before fleeing the scene. A 36-year-
old resident has been charged and appeared in
court, recently.

A motorist who stopped to urinate on the road-
side on Aberdare Drive was hijacked, last week.
The victim made the decision to stop to relieve
himself.  He left the car keys in the ignition
while he went about his business when he sud-
denly heard someone hurling abuse at him. He
then spotted an unknown man pointing a firearm
at him and told him not to move. The com-
plainant was tied with a rope and left at the
scene, while the suspect drove off in his car in
the direction of KwaMashu.  A case of hijacking
has been opened.

It is that time of the year again when pensioners
are requested to complete and submit their rates
rebate forms to the municipality via the local
rent office. These forms are posted to existing
pensioners and can be completed at the Minority
Fronts Constituency office in Gem city by the
commissioner of oaths at the office, Mr Jonathan
Annipen. The following people may apply for a
rates rebate, a home owner who receives a dis-
ability grant, a home owner 60 years and older,

a person who has been declared medically unfit
and has been boarded. There may be terms and
conditions with these applications and these can
be discussed when first time applications are
made at the local rent office. Minority Front
Youth Leader Jonathan Annipen has encouraged
all persons who may qualify for this rebate and
have not yet made application to do so immedi-
ately or to contact their offices 031 500 75 80 for
more information. 

Editor- The Department of Health must do
some serious introspection and re-evaluate its
function as the public healthcare provider. The
untimely deaths of an innocent newborn and
young woman warrants that the healthcare
practitioners involved be suspended immedi-
ately pending the outcome of a full on investi-

gation. We concede that mistakes happen, but
these mistakes are far too expensive a price to
pay. State facilities, particularly in the
province of KZN, have been the subject of
great controversy over many years. My own
experiences, with my late mother, almost pro-
voke me to condemn the system in entirety.

The outcome of
almost every tragedy
is that the department
will never admit that
it is failing our soci-
ety and instead of
making constructive
changes, it seems to
be finding more and
more excuses. 

The National Health
Insurance (NHI) is
said to be in its pilot-
ing stages in many
parts of the country.
It aims at somewhat
nationalizing health-
care and creating uni-
formity so that per-
sons who make use
of public healthcare
facilities are not dis-
advantaged by the
fact that specialists
and scarce skilled
medics, seek the
more lucrative route
in the private sector.
However, the motion
is not welcomed on
the ground by doc-
tors. This attempt by
the department is
seen to be as a
hostage situation and
doctors are being
held at ransom. This
will in fact aggravate
specialist and scarce
skilled medics to
make the great exo-
dus out of SA.
Hospital negligence
is unacceptable and it
is about time that the
department acts and
takes responsibility
for the actions of its
employees before
there is unrest within
the state’s healthcare
division.

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So what could I possibly tell you 
about the Mercedes-AMG GT 
S? For a start, it's expensive. 

The Mercedes-Benz SA website lists 
the GT S at R2 142 600 with VAT but 
then adds, ominously, a rider stat-
ing that the price "excludes CO2 tax 
… and additional costs necessary to 
your car". 

The unavoidable carbon tax alone 
adds R10,158 to the price, to which 
was added a further R400,000 worth of 
optional extras on the test car, includ-
ing ceramic brake discs at R123,000, 
an "Edition 1" trim pack at R211,000, 
a high-end Burmester surround-sound 
system at R18,000, keyless-go at 
R15,500, and a glass-  bre interior strut 
at R21,500. 

Two versions of the new Mercedes-
AMG GT two-seater sports car were 

unveiled at the Paris Motor Show in 
October 2014 - the GT and the even 
more powerful GT S featured here. The 
cars share a four-litre bi-turbo V8 petrol 
engine, with the GT delivering 350kW 
and 600 Nm compared with the 375kW 
and 650Nm of the tweaked GT S. 

In the real world the performance 
difference isn't really signi  cant, 
with the factory's claimed 3,8 sec-
ond 0-100km/h time and top speed of 
310km/h for the GT S being just 0.2 
seconds and six km/h better than the 
GT  gures, but, hey, if you have the 
money, why not? The "base" model, if 
you can call it that, sells at R1,776,000 
before adding extras. 

The car is absolutely gorgeous from 
the outside, with its wicked stance and 
sculpted body looking just the busi-
ness for a supercar. It's long and wide, 
but not heavy because the chassis and 
bodywork are constructed mostly of 

aluminium and magnesium. 
The long bonnet is impressive if not 

altogether necessary, because the en-
gine is located well aft of the front axle, 
giving near-perfect 47/53 front and rear 
weight distribution. 

The turbochargers are mounted be-
tween the two banks of cylinders for 
compactness, and the engine uses a 
dry-sump lubrication system to reduce 
height and allow low-down mounting 
with an improved centre of gravity. 

The power is delivered to the rear 
wheels via a transaxle seven-speed 
dual-clutch transmission with an elec-
tronically controlled mechanical limit-
ed-slip-diff. 

There are  ve drive modes to choose 
from - Individual, Comfort, Sport, 
Sport + and Race, that affect power de-
livery, transmission reaction and sus-
pension damping, and the persona of 
the car can be appropriately modi  ed 

at a whim. 
The GT S comes standard with 

AMG's rorty performance exhaust sys-
tem with electronically adjustable  aps 
to allow the driver to tweak the music 
it plays on demand, and in Sports + 
and Race modes there's a lot of snap, 
crackle and pop going on. 

I carry a small digital voice recorder 
to make notes when I drive test vehi-
cles, and transcribing my comments 
for this car took a lot longer than usual 
because I kept replaying the gorgeous 
aural delights whenever I got to an in-
teresting section. The Burmester sur-
round sound system? I don't think I 
even turned it on. 

Unlike so many other supercars, 
the AMG's interior is beautifully con-
structed and laid out with black leather, 
solidly built switchgear and quality 
materials throughout. The view over 
the bonnet is awesome, but none of 

that really matters when you drop the 
hammer because the car is brutal at full 
throttle and the surge carries on and on 
until near the red line. 

The ride is  rm and handling superb, 
but it would be very stupid to drive 
somebody else's 500hp supercar at any-
thing near its considerable limits on a 
public road so I sadly can't brighten up 
your day with any tales of derring-do. 

The Mercedes-AMG GT S is a su-
perb car that pushes all of my buttons. 
It looks great and goes better, and it's 
remarkably easy to live with in the real 
world. 

Is it sensible? More so than many of 
its rivals. Is it quick? It's about as good 
as it gets. Is it worth R2 million plus? 
I've driven some lovely vehicles cost-
ing half the money that don't look or 
feel like half the car, so the AMG GT S 
in the running for one of my infrequent 
good value awards!
