Capital Logistics Park
to create employment

growing demand for A grade logistics
and distribution facilities in the south
of Durban, but also improve the liveli-
hoods of surrounding communities
through job creation,” said Mr Nico
Prinsloo the Fortress Income Fund’s
Development Manager.
The new facility is expected to create
an estimated 18 900 jobs during the
four year construction period and
more than 4 600 permanent jobs after
completion in December 2020. The
development comes at a time when
South Africa is facing significant job
losses that will add to an already high
unemployment rate as the economy
slows.
The South Durban Basin, in which the
Clairwood Logistics and Distribution
Park falls, is a national economic hub
which consists of an industrial area in-
terspersed with a residential popula-
tion. The basin is bordered by major
transport linkages. Market research
has indicated that both national and
international businesses have a des-
perate need for modern logistics facil-
ities in close proximity to both the
existing port and the proposed Durban
Dig Out Port.
The Clairwood Logistics Park site is
strategically located and is the last re-
maining flat land available for devel-
opment in South Durban. It is just
11,2 kilometres from the existing con-
tainer terminal entrance and 3,5 kilo-
metres from the site set aside for the

Durban Dig Out port.
An efficient logistics and distribution
facility close to the port is expected to
minimise road traffic to congested
areas to the north of the city as well as
inland areas such as Hammarsdale.
The EA noted that, due to the previ-
ous lack of flat land for development
that was large enough to accommo-
date modern logistics facilities, a clear
need existed for a development of this
nature. It explained that basic supply
and demand market forces in co-op-
eration with other macro factors had
created quantifiable need for a devel-
opment of this nature.
The Clairwood Industrial Park and
Logistics Centre will significantly in-
crease the eThekwini municipal rates
base in the area once fully developed
whilst also significantly increasing
Durban’s contribution to KwaZulu-
Natal’s gross domestic product.
The R3,5 billion to be invested in de-
veloping the site includes R110 mil-
lion that will be spent on extensive
upgrades of roads and infrastructure
surrounding the facility. “This will
not only improve traffic flow into and
out of the site but will ease overall
traffic flow in the area and signifi-
cantly improve road safety, especially
for learners attending schools close to
the site,” said Prinsloo.
To date, Fortress Income Fund has in-
vested R3,8 million in schools close
to the Clairwood Logistics Park site
through the Siyakha Education Trust.

Brighton beach police places emphasis on child safety 
As pupils embark on a new year of school, it is important to ensure that they
are safe at all times. In an effort to keep pupils safe, Brighton Beach police
spokesman, Cpt Louise Le Roux has taken on the initiative to distribute
child safety flyers at local shopping malls.  “The aim of this project is to
provide safety guidelines to parents, guardians and caregivers to create a
safe environment for their children when not under their direct control," she
said. 
Here are the safety tips:
* Ensure that the mode of transport being used by your children conforms to
the Road Traffic Act, such as the driver having a valid Public Driver’s Per-
mit, driver’s license, and that the mode of transport is roadworthy. 
* When children are dropped off at their educational institutes, they must
enter the school grounds and not loiter outside the schools, in the street or at
shopping complexes. It is safer inside the school grounds.
* Children must be encouraged to not take detours from the route set out for
them by their parents when travelling on foot, bicycle, taxi, bus or train to
and from school.
* Encourage your child not to talk to, take lifts or free novelties from

strangers. 
* Parents must ensure that if their children are
consuming medication, especially scheduled
medication, that a letter accompanies the child to
school, the school is contacted, and that the med-
ication is handed into the front office. Children
are not allowed to have any form of medication
on their person or in school bags, or are allowed
to consume such without adult supervision on
school premises. Pupils are not permitted to ad-
minister medication to each other on school
premises.
* Ensure that parents/guardians or caregivers cur-
rent information is updated on school records.
The school and police has difficulty in tracing
parents in cases of emergency, as cellphone num-
bers, work contact details as well as home and
work addresses are outdated.
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The families who had to live without power
for weeks show the hanging cables.

A Clairwood mother
fears for her daughter’s
life after she was al-
legedly attacked by a
school bully outside her
school, last Tuesday. “I
am afraid this girl and
her family will hurt my
child again, and this
time we may not be
able save her,” said
Keshni Pillay, 32,
whose eldest daughter,
Kimone,16, was as-
saulted by another
pupil and her granny.
Speaking to the Rising
Sun, the grade 10 pupil
of Clairwood Second-
ary School, detailed her
ordeal. “I have been
threatened by this girl
in my school for the
past few weeks. I re-
ceived a message that she was
going to ‘get me’ after school
on Tuesday. I left the school
premises and heard someone
scream, 'Kimone is here.' Be-
fore I could react, I was
pulled into a circle formed by
other school children and was
dragged down to the floor.
This girl started punching me
all over my face and body. I
could not get up as I still had
my school bag on my back
which was very heavy.”
Kimone added, “While I was
on the floor, I think I blanked
out because the next thing I
felt was someone heavy on
top of me,trying to choke me.
I opened my eyes to see her
granny sitting on top of me
with her hands around my
neck. I was struggling to
breathe and saw my life flash-
ing before my eyes. Fortu-
nately, my two sisters
managed to enter the circle
and pulled the granny off
me.” 

The Rising Sun contact Clair-
wood Secondary School to in-
quire about the incident.
Principal Y Naidoo, said,
“We are aware of the fight
that transpired between two
of our pupils but this is a po-
lice matter. However, we
have had three assembly
meetings,where pupils were
warned that if caught bullying
they will face charges of as-
sault and possible expulsion.”
Keshni, a single mum and the
bread-winner of the family
said, “I was shocked when I
saw my daughter. She was
bruised all over with finger-
print marks around her neck. I
immediately rushed her to a
doctor, who said she had sus-
tained an injury to her neck
due to being strangled.”
“My daughter is not the type
of child to cause fights, she is
being victimised just because
this bully does not like her or
her friends, which is unac-
ceptable. Bullying can cause

great harm to a child’s life.
Children need to be made
aware about the consequences
of their actions. I will not rest
until this bully is put in her
place.”
A case of assault has been
opened against the teenager
and the grandmother. They
have also obtained a protec-
tion order from the Durban
Magistrate's Court.

The BMW 7 Series and me go 
back a bit (I think it’s gram-
matically correct to say “and 

I” but what I just wrote sounds bet-
ter, less narcissistic for some reason).  

In fact, we go back quite a bit indeed. 
The fi rst 7 I had on test came around 
mid-1995 (I never did drive the E23, the 
fi rst-generation 7 Series).

That was an E32. A 740i model. It 
must have been close to being on run 
out. In that big hissy-barge four of us 
travelled from Durban to Grahamstown, 
whence I covered the Grahamstown fes-
tival for Scope magazine on whose staff 
I was in those days. Fun times - even 
if my defi nition of fun has dramatically 
and distinctly changed.

Then came the E38. What a car. It still 
is. Even if the current 7 Series - which 
we’re getting to - is a quantum leap over 
this car, which at time was at the pinna-
cle of automotive tech. I was still with 
Scope then, and I remember being given 
an eight-page slot to write about it. My 
title for the piece? Capitalist Tool.

Next came the E65. The controversial 
Chris Bangle-designed BMW. For the 
international launch of the 745iL ver-
sion I went to Bangkok. And of course 
over the years I had numerous iterations 
on test. That was followed by the fi fth-
generation 7 Series, and that takes us to 
the all-new sixth-generation incarnation 
of BMW’s fl agship, launched recently 
to the South African media in Cape 
Town.

Now the press release - and that’s 
just the main press release - is almost 
16,000 words long, and there’s a mas-
sive amount to say about this machine, 
sitting as it does at the very pinnacle of 
super saloons. I have only a tiny bit of 
space here, and the short version is that 
it’s an astoundingly agile big machine, 
weighing as much as 130kg less than the 
previous car. It’s also laden with tech-
nology that borders on science-fi ction-
like.

Two body variants are available, with 

a standard wheelbase at launch, and a 
long wheelbase due to go on sale a little 
later this year.

The machine - as we discovered dur-
ing extensive driving on the launch - is 
more sumptuous, advanced and beauti-
fully rendered than you can imagine. 
Yet as you’d expect from a BMW, it’s 
extraordinarily driver-friendly. And as 
with certain other very good big cars, it 
seems to shrink around the driver, mak-
ing it possible to hustle it along like a far 
smaller vehicle.

But it’s the technology that beguiles. 
Just some of it includes full LED head-
lights as standard, with the option of 
BMW Laserlight, which premiered on 
the i8. The head-up display now pro-
vides a 75-percent larger projection on 
to the windscreen, while safety meas-
ures include steering and lane control 
assistant, lane keeping assistant, and 
front and rear crossing traffi c warning. 
Indeed, this car is essentially semi-au-
tonomous, and yet another tech high-
light is BMW gesture control that al-
lows intuitive and easy interaction with 
the infotainment system using prede-
fi ned hand movements.

It rides beautifully, too, thanks to 
standard two-axle automatic self-
levelling air suspension and Dynamic 
Damper Control as standard, with pow-
er running to the rear wheels through an 
eight-speed gearbox.

On the launch we drove two versions. 
The three-litre, six-cylinder turbodiesel 
730d, and the three-litre, six-cylinder 
turbopetrol 740i, with a 750i to follow 
a little later this year - as well as a 740e 
plug-in hybrid.

Prices are substantial, but not absurd 
for this category. 

The standard 730d - minus options 
and  without delving into the various 
variants available - starts at R1,365,500. 
The 740i at R1,339,000. The top-range 
750Li, meanwhile, will start at close to 
two bar.

Just...magnifi cent - if you’re blessed 
enough to operate at the top end of the 
automotive market.

A summary or conclusion 
of an article - any arti-
cle - normally comes at 

the end. Of course. But let's 

invert things, and I'll share my 
abiding impression of the Indi-
an-made Mahindra XUV500, 
namely, "better...much better 
than you might expect."

Now when it comes to brand 

cachet Mahindra is hardly a 
name to be conjured with. At 
least not in South Africa. And 
building equity is going to take 
a while. But with the updated 
XUV500 it's surely on the right 

track.
This machine was launched 

here in 2011, and following a 
recent raft of improvements, it's 
very good indeed - for the price. 
Not covetable in the prestig-
ious lifestyle SUV idiom, you 
understand, but rather honest, 
unpretentious and not unattrac-
tive with what Mahindra only 
vaguely hyperbolically terms 
"cheetah-inspired styling."

Main changes to this seven-
seater turbodiesel SUV number 

a comprehensive rework of the 
front end that results in a more 
homogenous, upscale appear-
ance, something that's enhanced 
by LED daytime running lights. 
Inside, the cabin gets durable-
feeling all-black leather uphol-
stery, and a big seven-inch full-
colour touch-screen display in 
the centre stack, among other 
improvements.

It's pretty visible even in 
bright sunlight, is this screen, 
and it gives access to infotain-

ment features such as satellite 
navigation with voice prompts, 
Bluetooth, reverse camera, and 
music streaming, as well as iPod 
compatible USB sockets.

As ever, power comes from 
a 2.2-litre turbodiesel mak-
ing 103kW and 330Nm from 
1,600rpm, with a rather opti-
mistic claimed combined fuel 
consumption of 6.5 litres per 
100km.

It might look like one of those primitive dog-
robots that follows you about the house, but 
this is in fact Audi's new moon-conquering 

lunar rover. 
It's a bizarre notion I know, a motor manufac-

turer entering the 'space race' nearly 50 years after 
the fi rst man walked on the moon. So here's a bit 
of background.

The World Car of the Year jury has voted 
Honda’s new Civic Type R as a finalist in the 
“World Performance Car of the Year” award. 

The Japanese brand is making its debut as a 
finalist, with the winner set to be announced at 
the New York motor show on March 24.

 It's all part of a competition called Google 
Lunar XPrize, a contest in which Google is pro-
moting us Earth-dwellers to put things back on 
the moon. In order to win, teams have to send a 
privately funded rover up into space, land it on the 
moon, travel 500 meters, and then transmit high 
defi nition images and video back to Earth. Oh and 
there's a $20million cheque waiting for the fi rst lot 
to complete the task.

So, back to Audi's little buggy. Dubbed the Lu-
nar Quattro, it's a 35kg 3D-printed moon car made 
of titanium and high-strength aluminium. 

Supposedly fi tted with Audi's Quattro all-
wheel-drive system, the wheels rotate 360 degrees 
to allow it to crab its way across the moon's undu-
lating, rutted surface with confi dence.

Powering the little rover are four wheel-mount-
ed hub motors, fed electricity from a lithium-ion 
battery that's charged by a swivelling solar panel 
which tracks the sun. 

It's capable of a face-bending 3.5km/h top 
speed.

Two cameras in the head of the rover gather 3D 
images of the vehicle's surroundings, while a third 
is used to study materials and produce high-reso-
lution panoramic images that can be beamed down 
from space to satisfy the lot at Google.

Lunar Quattro was let loose at the Detroit Motor 
Show to scamper about the place like a lost puppy 
in an attempt to stir up some publicity. 

I'm sure the next time we'll see it will be on the 
Moon - soon too as verifi ed launch contracts have 
to be completed by the end of the year, while all 
missions must be completed by the end of 2017.

One of Durban’s most colourful motor-
sport personalities of the ‘80s and ‘90s, 
Bruce Verdon, popped up in town on 

holiday last week 18 years after leaving South 
Africa for the UK. 

Bruce, who’d qualifi ed with the South African 
Railways as a millwright in the ‘70s set up his 
own engineering business in Pinetown ten years 
later, and started tuning and racing motorcycles at 
about the same time. 

He was a regular winner in hill climb events 
on an ancient Norton Commando, and repeatedly 
topped the points tables on a Husqvarna in super-
singles racing. He proved equally adept at win-
ning club social events though, and his antics are 
still fondly remembered today by those who knew 
him - and some who didn’t.

Bruce’s life took an extraordinary turn when 
he abandoned the UK for New Zealand, where he 
established a machine shop in Hamilton. “I’d tak-
en my machinery from Pinetown which reduced 
set-up costs but business was slow because I was 
very much an outsider. That changed when a guy 
from Hamilton who was building a replica 1950’s 
Matchless G45 asked me whether I could build 
him a fi ve speed gearbox and that was the spark 
that got me going.”

During his apprenticeship on the railways 
Bruce had been exposed to foundry and black-
smith work so he knew what was required, and in 
his Pinetown racing days he’d machined various 
gearbox components to change the internal ratios 
of his old Norton gearbox, so he took the job on. “

I knew I could do it so I wasn’t daunted. I made 
a prototype and in its fi rst race, a big event at Phil-
lip Island in Australia, he got pole position, two 
race wins and a lap record on the bike.” 

Within a month Bruce had orders for 30 more 
racing gearboxes and he’s never looked back. 
His company, Trans Tasman Industries Limited, 

All work and no play would, of course, make 
Bruce a dull boy, and that would never do. He 
rekindled his passion for motorcycle circuit rac-
ing and started competing on classic racebikes in 
Australia and New Zealand, which helped keep 
his blood pressure down and gearbox sales up. 

He’s since raced his 500cc Manx Norton and 
750cc BSA Rocket 3 in the USA and at the Isle 

of Man Classic TT, with the highlight so far be-
ing two fi fth places at Daytona in October 2011. 
That’s pretty good for a boykie from Pinetown, 
especially when you see that third place in both 
instances went to 1991 and ‘92 World Superbike 
Champion Doug Polen, and 20 times American 
national champion Dave Roper fi nished sixth both 
times.

has manufactured around 800 heavy-duty four, 
fi ve and six speed motorcycle gearboxes and sold 
them round the world. 

“Once I had money behind us I could start de-
veloping sequential gearboxes for racing cars, and 
built a prototype that we gave to a local racer for 
a year. We followed its progress and made a few 
small changes and then redesigned it completely 
before going into production. We sold our fi rst ten 
in 2009 and have moved about 150 to date, with 
orders increasing all the time.” 

All entrants in the very popular NZ V8 road 
racing series now use TT Industries six-speed 
manual transmissions.
