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GCommunity outcry over
denial of gangsterism

Brighton Beach cluster commander says gangsterism does not exist in Wentworth and surrounding areas

There has been a public outcry on social media networks following remarks
made by a local cluster commander on popular investigative show, Carte
Blanche, on Sunday, that gansterism does not exist in the area. The insert
that appeared on the show highlighted the increase in crime and the rise of
gangsterism in the Durban South suburb over the years. Although the pro-
gramme was supposed to bring awareness on the plight of the many families
affected by gangsterism in Wentworth, it has left residents furious and have
questioned the actions of Brigadier James Sayer, Brighton Beach Cluster
Commander.

People took to social media to express their disbelief and disgrace at the
statement made by the commander. Local councillor, Aubrey Snyman who
did not appear on the show, voiced his disappointment. “The brigadier does
not know our area. I have been living here for over 50 years and I can tell
you now that gangs have been operating since the sixties. It is very disap-
pointing to note that someone in a top position could make such a statement.
It is utter nonsense and I will confront him soon about this,” said Cllr Sny-
man.

He added that back in the day there was no such thing as gun violence, but
now firearms are being freely distributed in the community. The recent
shooting of Tremaine Marais which is still fresh in the minds of locals was
mentioned in the insert.

The shooting which occurred on Christmas Day is believed to be drug-re-
lated. Twenty-two-year-old Tremaine Marais was believed to be on his way

to a friend's house when he was allegedly shot in
the back during the shootout. Community mem-
ber, Sheldon Francis, who scoffed at the no-
gangs statement said, “The more they deny that
there are no gang wars in Wentworth, the more
we will lose young children because clearly the
police don’t have those gangs under control.”
Francis who is actively involved in the commu-
nity has been running numerous programmes to
help the youth choose a better path. “I have a Sat-
urday programme for young children to teach
them that life should not be about drugs and
crime,” he said.

Another irate resident, business owner, Peter
Moolman said, “It’s very disappointing when
high ranking officers deny the existence of
gangs. Brig Sayer has definitely hurt the confi-
dence of the policemen that are trying their best
to combat gangsterism. The community has now
lost faith in the SAPS since his statement. People
are being murdered and little is being done. If the
cluster commander believes there is no problem,
he will not set up any task force to deal with the
issue. To be fair the Brig could also be a victim
of watered down information from the police.
However we interpret the situation it’s a matter
of great concern.”

The Department of En-

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Several dagga trees discovered
under Hullets Bridge

Following numerous complaints from busi-
ness owners about the increase in robberies,
hijackings, house break-in and goods stolen
from the back of trucks, members of Mont-
clair SAPS, the Crime Prevention Unit and
CPF members conducted a search under the
Hullets Bridge in Clairwood, last week. Mem-
bers discovered that there were illegal shacks
erected under the bridge which were demol-
ished. Dagga trees were also discovered, re-
moved from the area and destroyed. One
person was also arrested for the possession of
heroin. An officer who wished to remain
anonymous said, “Shacks are not supposed to
be built under the Hullets Bridge. A few times
before, the SAPS and Metro police conducted
searches to eradicate the illegal shack
dwellers.

Hullets Bridge is known as a notorious hide-
out for drug users. “We are sending out a mes-
sage that we do not want criminals destroying
our homes and area,” said the member.
Captain Perumal, the operations manager,
said that after many complaints, his team con-
ducted the operations which resulted in 10
dagga trees being seized and destroyed.
“Clairwood has a reputation for its crime and
we are trying our best to eradicate it. This is
just the start of several operations,” added Pe-
rumal.

Cop linked to fatal
Christmas Day shooting

A police captain was arrested outside the Durban Re-
gional Court last Wednesday after a warrant of arrest
was issued by the Hawks. The policeman has been
linked to the Christmas Day shooting of Tremaine
Marais, a young soccer player who was shot and killed
during a shootout. The incident is believed to have been
drug-related.

The police officer, who is ranked as a captain, is known
to the newspaper, however, he cannot be named just yet.
It is believed that he was in court for another case in
which he was charged for the attempted murder of a man
who was shot and wounded on New Year's Day outside
a popular entertainment venue in Bluff. The captain had
handed himself over to Brighton Beach SAPS.

A staff member at the popular entertainment venue re-
calls the day of the New Year’s Day shooting and could
only describe it havoc. “December 2014 was one of the
worst months at the club. Patrons were scared to come to
the club. This policeman caused a lot of havoc for us as
staff members as he didn’t realise that many of us need
the job at the club to support our families. We rely on
tips and we all suffered because of his actions. If it was
not for the club owner still paying us despite him making
no money, most of us would not have had a Christmas or
even paid any bills. We are so happy that he has been
arrested,” said the employee.

Manager of the club, Peter Moolman, expressed his hap-
piness with the arrest and commended Hawks on a
speedy investigation. “It is now up to the court to send a
strong message that this type of behavior can not be tol-
erated. This arrest will also send a strong message to all
law breakers that nobody is above law not even police-
men. Crime can only be curbed if the community stands
firm against criminals and are not afraid to assist and
give police information and evidence,” said Moolman.
He added, “We suffered immensely for his total disre-
gard for human life and safety. Most of the time, the
public blames club management for incidences of vio-
lence and are unsympathetic to our predicament. Maybe
now they can see that we are also victims of people like
this and we also pay the price of losing our clientele and
sufferring huge financial loss,” added Moolman.

Prior to his arrest, police recovered a pistol from his res-
idence which turned out to be stolen out of a vehicle
from Pinetown last year. The firearm was sent through
for various tests and was linked to the scene of the

Christmas Day shooting.

Four witnesses have also come forward, confirming that the same policeman pointed
the gun and fired shots at them during the incident.

Four charges of attempted murder, one count of discharging a firearm, one count of en-
ticing public violence and one count of MITP were added to his charge sheet.
Brighton Beach Detective Services thanked the Hawks for the partnership forged in
this case which resulted in a positive outcome.

2012 hijacking case
solved

recently. Detective W/O
Roshan Ramesar worked
round the clock to secure
the conviction.

On July 31,2012, a man
went to Natraj, a popular
shopping venue, with his
wife and newborn baby to
visit his family. Two
men confronted him and | |
held a gun to his head, in- i}/ |,
structing them to get out. il |
The hijackers got into the
car but encountered some
problems as the vehicle
could not start. The owner
of the car noticed that they
were having an issue and began
throwing bricks at his own car in
hopes that they would not take it.
Members of the community noticed
what happened and joined in to as-
sist the car owner. The two suspects
were then outnumbered and al-
though armed, abandoned the car
and fled on foot. One suspect man-
aged to escape but the other was not
so lucky when he was apprehended
and arrested after the arrival of the
police.

The victim positively identified the
suspect and he was sent to court,
where he was released on bail. After
receiving bail, the accused went into
hiding for a year. D/W/O Ramesar
who took over the case, worked
hard. Many months were spent try-
ing to trace the accused.

Then new information was received
in November 2013 that the accused

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Robbers snatch R20,000
from victim’s pockets

Two armed robbers invaded a local business in
Mobeni and robbed a man of close to R20, 000.

set off for Zwartkops Raceway near Preto-
Iria at the end of January already feeling af-
fectionate towards the Nissan Qashqai 1,6
DCI Acenta CVT. When I got home three days
and about 1,500km later I liked it even more.

I was a long-established fan of the first itinera-
tion of the car, tipping it as a finalist for the Car
of the Year competition after attending its 2007
launch because it offered genuine quality in a
practical, likeable package at a very fair price.

Back then the three models - all with petrol en-
gines - sold for between R190,000 and R220,000,
but there was, at the time, no diesel engine avail-
able.

The second generation car that took us to Zwart-
kops was even better, although the price has, with
inflation, crept upwards. The cheapest model in
the new range, the 1.2T Vista, retails at R281,900,
while the car featured here sells at a rather hefty
R382.500.

The original Qashqai did well for Nissan world-
wide, with two million being sold in eight years,
causing some wags to call it Nissan’s Cash Cow,
and the new model, launched internationally last
year, has already made its own mark.

The diesel model featured here is a2015 SA Car
of the Year finalist, while the Qashqai has scooped
awards in the UK and Australia and is shortlisted
for the World Car of the Year for 2015.

When the Nissan was delivered I was immedi-
ately impressed with its build quality, that’s even
better than that of the older model. The interior is
constituted of quality materials, largely in matte
and gloss black, with some satin silver and oc-

casional bright chrome trim, and there’s nothing
cheap-looking about it.

The car is longer, wider, lower and lighter than
the old model, and I reckon it’s a good looker. Its
styling 1s more butch than that of the outgoing ver-
sion, and this is enhanced in the 1.6 DCI Acenta
by the standard 197 alloy wheels.

Features included in the Acenta mix include the
usual mix of climate control, ABS brakes and lots
of airbags, a high-falutin’ sound system with ra-
dio/CD/MP3/aux-in/USB and Bluetooth connec-
tivity, a reverse camera, and tyre pressure sensors.

The Qashgqai is spacious and very comfortable
to drive, thanks to a superb suspension set-up.
It’s also pretty easy on the wallet. Driving up to
Pretoria with the cruise-control set at an indicated
130km/h - that’s about 123km/h in the real world
- we used just 5.9 litres of fuel per 100km, and the
return trip worked out even better at 5,61/100km,
indicating a range of 1,100km per 65 litre tank

without trying very hard. .

I expected the 1.6-litre turbodiesel engine’s
performance to be somewhat lacklustre because
the car is fairly chunky, but that was not the case.
The 96kW of power at 4,000rpm is actually pretty
good, but the 320Nm of torque at just 1,750rpm
is even better. Boy racers may be unhappy with

this, but for what the car was designed to do it was
more than capable of pulling its weight at a re-
spectable speed.

My only gripe - a small one - was with the gear-
box. I detest those horrible Continuously Variable
Transmissions that whine like a scooter or an out-
board motor, but Nissan has fettled theirs to feel
almost like a conventional auto, with artificial
steps pulling the wool over your eyes along the
way. This works so well that I initially didn’t re-
alise it was a CVT - the big giveaway was a slight
reluctance to get off the line under hard accelera-
tion. I"d still rather have a six-speed manual, thank
you very much.

The Nissan Qashqai 1.6 DCI Acenta is a gem.
For me it was a bonus that, with the back seats
folded down, I could fit in a full-sized foam mat-
tress and sleep at the racetrack in anticipation of
an early start in the morning. It isn’t a camper van,
but it served my purpose just fine!

you can add new LED daytime running lights,
and exceptionally attractive 17-inch alloy wheels.
Much is also made of the updated CVT transmis-
sion, which now actually gives slightly lower fuel
consumption than its manual counterpart, but the
version I spent time with was a five-speed manual.
Equipment levels are simply outstanding. Across
the range you get a five-star Euro NCAP and AN-
CAP safety rating, seven airbags, auto-on head-
lamps and electric folding side mirrors, for starters.
The range-topping GLS here adds to the list the
likes of Active Stability Control and Electronic
Traction, plus Hillstart Assist. Most welcome of
all was a brilliant nine-speaker Rockford Fosgate

audio system. Not quite what you'd expect in a
small softroader or crossover as Mitsubishi terms
the ASX (and the line between a softroader and a
crossover seems blurred indeed).

On the move the normally aspirated, two-litre,
four-cylinder petrol powerplant is perfectly ad-
equate. Not incendiary you understand, just per-
fectly adequate, making 110kW at 6,000rpm and
197Nm of torque at 4,200rpm, which will move it
from rest to 100km/h in a claimed 9.6 seconds.

Fuel consumption is pegged at 7.5 litres per
100km, and even with power going to the front
wheels only, the machine sits solidly on the road.
A ground clearance of 195mm, meanwhile, means

that the ASX is more than passingly capable on bad
roads, while for a small vehicle interior room is
very good indeed. So is luggage space. The ASX
has a 422-litre boot. Fold the 60:40 split rear seats
and i1t will swallow 1,193 litres of cargo.

The ASX range starts at R299.900, with the
manual GLS here weighing in at R342,900. That
includes a three-year/100,000km warranty, and a
five-year/90,000km service plan - as well as engi-
neering integrity aplenty and just the slightest hint
of understatement.

It's a tough yet refined little rhino of a machine
this, and I'm just slightly surprised that we don't see
more on our roads. We should.

2015 annual Salt
March launched

Ciao Bella Cafe on Mahatma Gandhi Road (Point Rd) was the scene for the media
launch of the 2015 annual Mahatma Gandhi Salt March on Thursday. This year's
event will take place on Sunday, March 29, and will be departing from the Phoenix
Settlement. The building in which the cafe has its home holds special significance
as Gandhi was being housed and protected because a mob of South African Euro-
peans and Africans were allegedly after him, in 1896. Granddaughter, Ela Gandhi,
said that he had written a green pamphlet in which the South African Europeans be-
lieved he had attacked them, and so they had organised a crowd of Europeans and in-
stigated some Africans to attack the Indians. "A large crowd of Europeans and
Africans gathered at the Point but did not attack the other passengers as they were told
that the target was Gandhi. When they spotted him, they immediately embarked on
a vicious attack on him. He was saved from being killed by Mrs Alexander, the wife
of the Commissioner of Police, Superintendent Richard Charles Alexander. She pro-
tected Gandhi with her umbrella," she said.

The 2015 Gandhi Salt March marks the 11th anniversary of the event which is aimed
at commemmorating the struggle of Gandhi and Nkosi Albert Luthuli for peace and
equality. The Salt March is presented by the Gandhi Development Trust in partner-
ship with the Department of Sport and Recreation, with support from eThekwini Mu-
nicipality and the Government of KwaZulu-Natal.

“The Salt March attracts people from all walks of life and diverse cultures to celebrate
the life of Mahatma Gandhi and Inkosi Albert Luthuli, both of who have been vocal
in their support for the development of a culture of non-violence and ubuntu. Our
march also commemorates the Freedom Charter and this year marks the 60th an-
niversary of our Freedom Charter,” explained Gandhi.

Thousands of peace-loving citizens of Durban, together with government dignitaries
and the consul general of India, are expected to take part in the Salt March. The walk
begins at Phoenix Settlement, where the original Gandhi home stands in Inanda, at
7am. The route takes walkers through Inanda Rd and on to North Coast Road, uM-
geni Rd and to the Kings Park Athletics Stadium — a distance of approximately 18km.
All participants are invited to report to the places from where buses depart from Veru-
lam, Tongaat, Phoenix, Mt Moriah, Chatsworth, Merebank, Umzinto, Inanda, New-
lands West and other areas where there are organised groups. Those in Durban report
at the Athletics Stadium at 6am. Buses will transport you to Phoenix Settlement.
There will be secure parking at the Moses Mabhida Stadium.

There are kombis ready to pick up tired walkers from all the water and refreshments
points. T shirts and medals will be given to all. Refreshments and drinks will be sup-
plied at various points en-route. A hot meal will be provided at the end. To join this
walk you can enroll on line at www.gdt.org.za and click on registration for 2015 salt
march and then follow the steps. For further information, call Avishkar on 031-373-
5486 or call 082-781-6843. Entry is free and all are welcome. Clubs and schools are
encouraged to join as a unit.
