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A 38-year-old, church-going mother in Phoenix
is battling to come to terms with her heinous
ordeal after she was allegedly brutally raped and
assaulted in the late hours of Easter Sunday by
an unknown intruder in her home.
The brave mother of one shared her traumatic
ordeal with the Phoenix Sun Newspaper,
adamant that she wanted her attacker arrested
and brought to book for the horrific crime that
was committed against her.
“I can still picture him,” the victim said, recall-
ing her night of terror in Palmview at the hands
of the Phoenix brute.
The shaken woman told journalists how she had
just finished filming the Easter celebrations at
her church and had returned home to the out-
building that she rented in Fan Palm, with her
daughter, when the incident occurred.
“We had come home and my daughter had gone
to bed as it was very late. She was fast asleep
and I was sorting out a few things around the
house. I went to hang up something on the wash-
ing line and as I was coming back inside, I
noticed that there was some dirt on the floor. I
bent down to pick it up and that was when a man
grabbed me from behind,” she said.
The traumatised victim described her attacker as
a well dressed man of medium complexion, who
spoke fluent English and was physically strong.

“He dragged me back into the kitchen and
demanded the valuables from the house. He
asked for cash and jewellery. I told him I had
nothing. He then assaulted me and told me that
he would go to the bedroom and kill my daugh-
ter if I did not give him anything or if I made a
sound. Ensuring my daughter’s safety was my
only priority at that point and so I offered him
the camera equipment that I had been using to
film the festivities at the church earlier,” she

said.
The victim’s attacker is believed to have accept-
ed the offering but still dragged her back into the
kitchen, toying with the idea of raping her. The
man then allegedly undressed her and harnessed
her into a compromising position. The victim
claimed that the perpetrator tied her up with an
old cloth, securing it around her neck, almost as
though he had been ready to strangle her. The
man then allegedly retrieved a kitchen knife
from her draining board, and using the handle,
he penetrated her forcefully with the cold hard
object. With the blade facing out, the man is said
to have brutalised the mother by vigorously
shoving the knife handle handle into her genital,
injuring her severely. She claimed that after he
was done, he then released her and fled on foot,
leaving behind his loot. The shattered victim
allegedly contacted her landlords, who set off
the alarm system and contacted the police. She
was rushed to hospital where she was treated for
her injuries and kept under observation before
she was discharged.
Meanwhile, the community of Phoenix is
seething with fury following the harrowing
ordeal. They are furious when they learnt of the
pain and torture that the mother had to endure
during one of the most holy holidays on the
Christian calendar.

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Mystery surrounds the death of a for-
mer Woodview resident whose body
was found in QwaQwa near
Drakensberg last week, after he was
reported missing two weeks earlier.
Thirty-three-year-old Vinesh Rajoo
(pictured) was reported missing by his
family on March 19, after he was last
seen in Centurion, driving his Corsa
bakkie around midday.
The Rajoo family fretted for Vinesh as
he was an epileptic sufferer who needed
to take his pills on a daily basis. Flyers
and messages reporting Vinesh missing
went viral, as a search for him ensued.
Two weeks passed before Vinesh’s
body was eventually found in the Free State on Tuesday, next to a dam in

Harrismith.

Police spokesman for the Free State’s
SAPS, Sergeant Mmako Mophiring,
confirmed that the body found at the
damn was in fact Rajoo’s and was pos-
itively identified by the family. “He was
found around 5pm on Tuesday. No
injuries were on him and no foul play is
suspected,” Sgt Mophiring said.
Vinesh’s Corsa bakkie was also found
abandoned in Sterkfontein.

The Rajoo family refused to divulge
any information regarding Vinesh’s
lifestyle, with some saying they were in
the dark about the on-goings around the
circumstances both before and after his
death.

A brazen suspect hailing from Chatsworth was arrested in Mount
Edgecombe over the weekend, after he was allegedly found ped-
dling drugs to locals in Phoenix, by local security company, KZN
VIP. The suspect was immediately placed under arrest and taken to
the SAPS, where he was charged accordingly. Seen is the arrested
suspect.

Alleged drug runner arrested

A pensioner was allegedly severely
assaulted during an armed robbery at
her home in South Gate on Good
Friday.
According to reports, the elderly
woman had just exited her house to
dispose of household garbage when
she was approached by two unknown
men who accosted her in her own
yard.
The men allegedly demanded to be
shown where the valuables in the
house had been kept, but when she did
not comply, the men apparently
dragged her by her hair back into the

house. Whilst inside the elderly
woman’s house, the men are believed
to have ransacked the rooms and
retrieved whatever valuables the pen-
sioner had stowed away while threat-
ening and viciously assaulting her.
They allegedly ransacked the house
and enquired of the woman for more
valuables. When she was unable to
produce more, they proceeded to
assault her with the butt of the gun and
allegedly broke a coffee mug on her
head. They thereafter fled the scene on
foot.
The SAPS and security company,

KZN VIP, arrived on the scene to
assist the woman. Spokesman for
KZN VIP, Gareth Naidoo, said that the
woman had been severely injured and
was receiving treatment for the ordeal
she had endured. “The men had
arrived on foot, jumped the fence,
robbed her and fled on foot. They had
taken mostly cash and jewellery, leav-
ing behind major appliances. They
managed to get away but we have a
description of them and investigations
are continuing,” he said.

Emergency services were on high
alert during the Easter weekend,
with the accident tally reaching
epic heights over the festive peri-
od, resulting in a large number of
deaths on South African roads.

More than 20 people
were injured, five seriously so.
One of the passengers sustained
serious injuries, whereby his eyes
had been gorged out of its sockets.
Locals thronged to the accident
scenes to bear witness to the after-
math of the accidents. Residents
said that more needed to be done
to force motorists to be more
responsible on the roads.
Several other accidents were
recorded, with motorists and pas-
sengers sustaining serious injuries
and keeping emergency person-
nel, paramedics and police busy
for the duration of the long week-
end.

When Ford dropped their popular Es-
cort and Laser nameplates in 1998
and named their new compact car

the Focus they must have worried about the
risk involved, but their fears were allayed when
the car was voted European Car of the Year in
1999. Sales took off worldwide and in 2012 the
Focus nameplate overtook the Toyota Corolla
as the automotive world’s best-selling name-
plate, with 1,5 million of the cars being pro-
duced annually.

A new Focus rolls off the production line every
90 seconds, and total sales now exceed 12 million
globally, more than half of them in Europe.

The new Ford Focus launched in the Eastern
Cape last month uses the same body shell as the
third generation model that went into production in
2011, but the car has undergone so many changes
that Ford is justiÞed in marketing it as a new car.

The old 1.6 and 2.0-litre naturally-aspirated
four-cylinder petrol engines have been replaced by
three-cylinder 1.0 and four-cylinder 1.5-litre turbo
units that produce similar power but considerably
more torque than the engines they replace, and at
lower revolutions. They’re also markedlybetter in

terms of fuel economy and emission levels.
The styling has signiÞcantly changed, with vari-

ous new panels, new grilles and lights, and vari-
ous other changes being made to freshen the car’s
external appearance. The interior has also been
completely revamped, and the work has paid off
because the layout and build quality are both very
impressive.

For those who like electronic gizmos and gadg-
ets there’s also plenty to brighten up their days in
the Focus. All models are comprehensively spec-
ced with the usual comfort and driver aids, but
various option packs add the sort of features the
German luxury manufacturers have been wowing
us with for a couple of years, at considerably lower
cost.

The most impressive of these is the Trend Driv-
er Assistance Pack with Active Park Assist that al-
lows you to sit back while the car parks itself, Lane
Departure Warning, Lane-Keeping Aid and Active
City Stop. This last involves a LIDAR sensor in
the windscreen that scans an area 7,6m ahead for
obstacles, and intervenes at low speeds by pre-
loading the brakes or even applying them and let-
ting off the throttle automatically when it detects a
pending collision with a stationary or slower mov-
ing vehicle. While this does not usually prevent

the accident from happening, it reduces the impact
speed considerably.

Other components of the Trend Driver Assis-
tance Pack include Adaptive Cruise Control that
enables the car to automatically keep a set distance
behind the vehicle in front, and Active Brake Con-
trol for speeds of up to 180 km/h that helps reduce
impact in high-speed collision situations. The
whole package costs just under R12,000 and is in
my opinion well worth it.

At the Eastern Cape launch I didn’t experience
the joys of trying to set up a collision or let the car
park itself, but I did get to drive the 1.0 and 1.5-li-
tre Þve-door hatches fairly briskly for an hour or
so each on some lovely winding roads. The Focus
has always been a competent handler, and the lat-
est incarnation continues the tradition. The chas-
sis has been slightly stiffened, suspension bushes
have been revamped and the dampers have been
upgraded to keep things even more tidy.

The Focus feels more sure-footed than most,
and noise, vibration and harshness are negligible.
The six speed manual gearboxes are crisp and
sweet, and the engines are both very, very likeable
because of all that torque.

So what’s to like about the engines? Is Ford try-
ing to get boys to do the work of men? Not at all.

The award-winning 1.0 EcoBoost three-cylinder
delivers 92kW at 6,000rpm and 170Nm of torque
from 1,400rpm all the way to 4,500, compared
with the old 1.6-litre’s 92kW at 6,000 and 159Nm
that only arrived at 4,000rpm, while the 1.5 turbo
motor is good for 132kW at 6,000rpm and 240Nm
between 1,600 and 5,000rpm, where the old two-
litre’s Þgures were 125kW at 6,600 and 202Nm at
4,450rpm. That means the new turbo motors offer
more sheer grunt than did the old, at just about any
revolutions.

On the road, where all this counts, the engines
perform superbly. The Focus is a fairly sizeable car
carrying a fair bit of weight, but that matters not
one jot with forced induction in the small engines.
The claimed 0-100 times of 11.1 and 8.1 seconds
and top speeds of 192 and 222km/h respectively
are better than those of the outgoing models, but in
the real world the real enjoyment comes in the vast
midrange torque.

The new Ford Focus is available in four-door
and Þve-door hatch guises. There are two body
styles, two equipment levels and two engines, both
with manual six-speed transmissions. Automatic
versions will be available later this year, and pric-
ing ranges from R212,900 to R284,900.

It’s a winner.
