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Corlia Kruger

A spate of horror road accidents claimed 
four lives in the north of Pretoria at the 
weekend.

A man and a woman burned to death in 
one of the crashes.

Debris littered the roads as paramedics 
attended to three accidents, each involving 
several vehicles, on Friday, Saturday and 
Sunday.

The worst accident happened on Fri-
day night when a passenger bus bulldozed 
through an accident scene on the N1 near 
Montana.

Best Care Ambulance service spokesper-
son Xander Loubser said this happened just 
beyond the Sefako Makgatho Drive (Zam-

besi) off-ramp.
Sinoville police spokesperson Warrant 

Offi cer Johan van Dyk said Tshwane metro 
police offi cers were attending to a light vehi-
cle accident when the bus ploughed through 
several vehicles on the scene. 

“A metro offi cer, standing at the scene, 
had to jump out of the way to avoid getting 
crushed by the vehicles,” Van Dyk said.

“She jumped over the barrier and broke 
her arm.” 

One of the cars on the scene caught fi re 
after it was hit. 

“Two people trapped inside burned to 
death,” Loubser told Rekord.

A passenger escaped from the burning 
car and was stabilised on the scene. He was 
taken to a hospital in Ga-Rankuwa with se-

rious burn wounds and injuries. 
“The woman and man who died in the 

burning wreckage are from Germiston,” Van 
Dyk said. 

Their families were still in shock on 
Wednesday, and declined to speak to re-
porters.

The passenger of another vehicle on the 
scene was treated for slight injuries.

 None of the about 50 passengers in the 
bus suffered any serious injuries.

“People were treated at the scene and 
taken to various hospitals,” Loubser said. 

The second accident was on Saturday af-
ternoon when 10 people, including children, 
were injured. 

Three cars crashed near the Wonderboom 
Junction in Paul Kruger Street.

Medics found fi ve children and the fi ve 
injured adults on the scene. Only slight inju-
ries were reported. 

The third major accident was a three-car 
collision on the Mabopane freeway in Ross-
lyn in the early hours of Sunday morning. 

Two men were killed.
Netcare 911 spokesperson Chris Botha 

said paramedics arriving on the scene near 
the Wonderpark bridge and found debris 
strewn over a large part of the freeway.

“After attending to the injured, it was 
found two men died due to the extensive 
injuries they sustained.”

He said two other people miraculously 
escaped with minor injuries.

The fate of “Oom Paul” may be revealed in 
mayor Kgosientso Ramokgopa’s state-of-
the-city address later this month. 

This emerged from a statement by his 
spokesperson Blessing Manale on Monday 
in response to questions by Rekord about 
the upkeep of the Paul Kruger statue on 

Oom Paul’s future will be decided soon
Church square. “The mayor will during the 
state-of-the- city address on 21 April 2016 
announce the City’s views on the issues of 
the relocation of the statues and others,” 
Manale said. 

Barbed wire had been placed around the 
statues after several calls by political par-
ties for the removal of the statues.

The parties calling for this were the 
ANC Youth League (ANCYL) and the 
Economic Freedom Fighters (EFF). 

Last year October, the statues were 
splashed with paint and barbed wire was 
put around it to protect the statues.

Manale said: “After due  consideration 
and in all earnest with concerns from 
 various tourism associations and tenants in 
the Kruger Square node about the lack of 
cleanliness in the square, the City decided 
to remove the barbed wire around the 
statues, as it was collecting general waste, 
paper and plastic carry bag debris.” 

He said more Tshwane metro police of-
fi cers would be deployed to the square and 
monitor the safety of the statues. 

“We will instead increase the presence of 
the metro police offi cers on the square and 

further rely on the rapid response capabil-
ity of our units monitoring the square via 
CCTV cameras, to address specifi cally the 
statue surveillance but generally as part of 
our efforts to improve safety at the Free 
WiFi hotspots,” said Manale. 

A local entrepreneur who asked not to be 
named said the barbed wire was removed 
seven weeks ago. 

“They removed it seven weeks ago and 
we haven’t had problems of people paint-
ing them ever since the barbed wire was 
removed,” he said. 

EFF Tshwane regional spokesperson 
Brenda Phukuile said the party had not 
been informed about this. 

“We are unaware of the removal of the 
fence.” ANCYL ward 59 branch secretary 
Vuyisa Mankumba said the wire was not 
the issue. The branch was more interested 
in the removal of the statues. 

“We have no view on this, we are cur-
rently busy with our electioneering cam-
paign. Our interest is in the removal of the 
statues. We will only speak to the media on 
our intention to remove these statues when 
the time is right,” Mankumba said.

Sinoville SAPS recently gave the dos and 
don’ts of reporting missing people. 

Spokesperson Warrant Offi cer Johan van 
Dyk debunked the myth of a waiting period.

“Immediately report the missing person to 
your nearest police station,” said Van Dyk. 

“There is no waiting period before you 
can report a person as missing.”

The police will require the person’s full 
names and ID number and a proper descrip-
tion of the person      — a photo would be help-
ful. The last known location of the person 
would guide the police when they begin the 

search.
“Give the police as much information 

as possible to help speed up the process of 
locating the missing person. But Van Dyk 
warned against false reports. 

“Every missing person case is treated as 
urgent. The police spend a lot of time and 
resources investigating — it is important 
people do not waste these resources,” he 
said.

“Do not report a person missing simply 
because you want to get in touch with them. 

“Police resources are needed to fi nd people 
who are missing.” Visit your nearest police 
station with this necessary information.

The director general in the department of higher education and training, Gwebinkundla 
Qonde and the vice-chancellor and principal of the University of Pretoria, Prof Cheryl de la 
Rey at the opening of the newly built Lesedi complex at the university’s faculty of veterinary 
Science.

The complex includes a multidisciplinary 
laboratory, faculty student administration 
offi ce and support services and a student 
study centre,” UP said in a statement. 

Prof Darrell Abernethy, dean of the fac-
ulty of veterinary science, says veterinar-
ians are crucial to the country’s economy 
and well-being for many reasons, includ-
ing their contribution to national food 
security by ensuring the safety of food 
animal products, improving animal health 
and production, and nurturing emerging 
farmers.

Abernethy said: “We have made signifi -
cant progress in recent years, to ensure the 
faculty meets the aspirations and needs of 
the country. 

“Our six-year degree programme now 
places much greater emphasis on livestock 
production and experiential training and 
we offer a wide range of research pro-

grammes, many of which address pressing 
national needs of controlling dangerous 
diseases of animals and improving the 
incomes of smallholder farmers.” 

Lesedi signifi cantly enhances training 
capacity of undergraduate students and al-
lows the faculty to increase the annual in-
take of veterinary students from 140 to its 
current 190 and meet the growing demand 
for veterinarians in the country.

UP is currently the only institution in 
South Africa that trains veterinarians and 
veterinary nurses and is the foremost vet-
erinary faculty in Africa, internationally 
recognised for the quality of its training 
and research. 

The faculty has approximately 1 000 
undergraduate students and more than 
330 postgraduate students registered for a 
wide range of honours, masters and PhD 
degrees.

Speaking to one of the student’s organi-
sers, Marit von Schlichting she said: “Our 
department’s wish is to help South Africa 
Wheelchair Rugby in raising money for a 
new wheelchair to make his sporting dreams 
become a reality.”

Musa Simelane was excited and thanked 
God and blessed all students who took part 
in the Action Sports Day moneyraising event 
and wished them many years to come.

Musa was born with a congenital abnor-
mality of the arms and legs. 

Doctors describe it as “limbs deformity”, 
saying it is a condition that will affect him 
life-long.

After numerous operations, he still strug-
gles with a severe limp, and needs to stop 
after 20 minutes of walking due to pain. 

Over years of practising, he has learned to 
write, however, this is yet another one of his 
endless struggles. 

As a child he needed help in every-day 
tasks, such as getting dressed, brushing his 
teeth, eating his food, or clim bing stairs. 

Through hard work, he fi nally managed to 
achieve these tasks years after other children 
his age did.

He has undergone several operations, but 
none was very successful.

Fynbos Fairies by Antjie Krog and 
Fiona Moodie. 

It is for its fynbos – fi ne-leaved, 
shrub-like vegetation – that the south-
western and southern Cape has been 
named one of the world’s six plant 
kingdoms: the Cape Floral Kingdom.

At less than 90 000 square kilome-
tres, it is the smallest fl oral kingdom on 
earth.

Yet it is home to 8 600 plant species, 
some 5 000 of which occur nowhere 
else in the world.

Fynbos is a mixture of four plant 
types: protea shrubs, heath-like ericas, 
reed-like restios and different bulbous 
plants. 

The Cape Floral Kingdom contains 
69 of the world’s 112 proteas, 526 of 
its 740 ericas and, among bulbous 
plants, 96 of the world’s 160 gladiolus 
species.

Table Mountain alone boasts almost 
1 500 fynbos species. 

With Fynbos Fairies, Krog and 
Moodie, both of whom regularly walk 
on the slopes of Table Mountain, pay 
homage to one of the natural wonders 
of the world.

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Tight belts with rate rise
As expected, the Reverse Bank has announ-
ced another rate hike last month, bringing 
the benchmark repo rate up to 7% and the 
prime lending to 10.50%. 

The decision was made despite strength-
ened currency and benign infl ation path.

Consumers will be required to tighten 
their belts once again, although many may 
not have any notches left to tighten, says 
Adrian Goslett, regional director and CEO 
of RE/MAX of Southern Africa. 

He notes that economists from banks 

around the country have warned that the rate 
is likely to increase by at least 2% during the 
course of the next two years. 

Considering the rising cost of utilities and 
food this will negatively impact on the prop-
erty market and affect consumer confi dence. 

“While the rate was unchanged at this 
meeting, the Reserve Bank is still fi rmly on 
course for a cycle of rate hikes and consum-
ers will need to ensure that they are prepared 
for that,” says Goslett.

“Those who currently own property 
should pay as much extra money into their 
bonds as possible to lighten the load and 
shorten the terms of the loan,” he says.

“This will require homeowners to cut 
down on unnecessary spending and pay off 
short-term debt.” 

He says homeowners and potential buyers 
will need to make provision for the fact that 
the interest rates will be increasing. 

“Those who wish to get into the market 
will need to ensure they have a suffi cient 
buffer to be able to afford the expected rate 
hikes,” says Goslett.

“Purchasing a home they can only just 
afford will have them running into fi nancial 
distress further down the road. Ideally poten-
tial buyers should also put down as large a 
deposit as possible, as this will give them 
more leverage when negotiating with banks 
on their lending rate.”

Home prices in the fi rst-time buyer sector 
have grown only half as fast in the past year 
as they did in the previous 12 months.

This emerges from the latest statistics 
from BetterLife home loans, SA’s biggest 
mortgage originator.

CEO Shaun Rademeyer says this is good 
news in the face of the recent interest rate 
increases.

It means that those current ly thinking 
of buying for the fi rst time won’t need to 
borrow much more now than they did at this 
time last year – and that their monthly bond 
repayments won’t be that much higher. 

The BetterLife home loans statistics, 
which represent 25% of all residential mort-
gage bonds registered with the deeds offi ce, 
show the average purchase price for fi rst-
time homebuyers increased by just 2,23% in 
the 12 months to end-January, compared to 
almost 5% in the previous 12 months. 

In addition the average approved bond 
amount for fi rst-time buyers has increased 
by 4% in the past year, while the average 
amount of cash required as a deposit has 
shrunk by almost 17%, which also makes it 

easier for new buyers to get into the market, 
as does the fact that there is no transfer duty 
payable on homes under R750 000. 

“In rand terms, the average fi rst-time 
buyer home price stands at R665 000, the 
average approved bond is R619 000 and the 
average cash deposit required is R46 000. 

“On a new 20-year loan approved at the 
current prime rate of 10.25%, the average 
monthly bond repayment for fi rst-time buy-
ers is now R6089.” 

The climate is not so good for those who 
were planning to upgrade to larger or more 
expensive homes this year. 

“Our statistics show that home prices in 
the wider market have grown by an ave rage 
of 6,5% in the past year, or very nearly as 
much as in the previous year (6,6%) and 
that combined with higher interest rates will 
make it harder to upgrade. 

“In fact, we expect it to fuel the trend 
towards downscaling in the repeat-buyer
 category, especially since the average 
amount of cash required as a deposit is cur-
rently some 19% higher than it was a year 
ago,” says Goslett.

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Demand high despite interest rate increases
Increases in the prime interest rate have 
failed to dent the demand for housing in 
South Africa.

In the fi nancial year to end-February, the 
average price of homes on which new bonds 
were approved rose by 6,3% to just over 
R1m, says from BetterLife Home Loans.

In the same period, the average approved 
bond size was R811 000 and 52% of borro-
wers in the past 
12 months were 
able to pay a de-
posit of one-fi fth 
of the purchase 
price or more – 
when applying for 
their home loans. 

“This is a far 
cry from the days 
when 100% or 
no-deposit loans 
were the norm,” 
says BetterLife 
Home Loans CEO 
Shaun Rade-
meyer.

“It is very much in line with our on-the-
ground experience, which is that SA con-
sumers have become much more informed 
about their fi nances in general, and are 
putting a lot more fi nancial preparation into 
becoming homeowners than they did a few 
years ago.”

 Many of those coming into the market as 
home buyers now have in fact been saving 
carefully for two to three years to accumu-
late a sizeable deposit.

They are more aware of the benefi ts of 
doing so when it comes to qualifying for a 
loan, and keeping monthly bond repayments 
down in the face of rising interest rates.

As it is the monthly household income 
required to qualify for the average loan has 
risen less than 1% in the past 12 months.

This was despite the 6.3% in house 
prices, largely because so many prospective 
borrowers have been able to put down big-
ger deposits.

 “Greater fi nancial awareness and disci-
pline as regards personal debt management 
and savings have brought sustained demand 
for residential property the past 12 months 
despite three interest rate increases.

“We fi nd that 
consumers who 
have planned well 
ahead for their 
home purchases 
won’t delay in the 
hope of the tide 
turning on interest 
rates or home 
prices,” says 
Rademeyer.

They have 
usually also made 
provision for in-
terest rate fl uctua-
tions by reducing 

their overall debt burdens.”
This is refl ected in the percentage of 

outright declines on home loan  applications 
submitted to the banks have actually 
dropped by more than 3 percentage points 
the past 12 months. 

Rademeyer says fi rst-time buyers have 
been assisted to go ahead with their plans 
the past year by the fact that home prices in 
this sector grew by an average of just 2,3%. 

“The average deposit required in the fi rst-
time buyer sector also fell, from an average 
8,4% of the purchase price to 7% of the 
purchase price,” he says.

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Find a market-related rental price
It goes without saying that astute property 
investors will want to make a fair return on 
their rental property investment, says Grant 
Rea, RE/MAX living rental specialist.

Do a comparison of similar offerings 

online and remember that the better value 
units will always rent fi rst.

Private landlords can defi nitely start their 
search online and delve into some of the 
busiest online destinations where average 
tenants will start their search as well. 

Be aware of comparing asking or listed 
prices because these are often over-infl ated 
in the hope that these units will achieve 
more than the average.

Rentals are often concluded at lower 
fi gures. 

Offer the property at a fair and reason-
able rent to attract fair and reasonable 
tenants.

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Impressive start to the 2016 netball season
The opening weekend of the 2016  Brutal 
Fruit Netball Premier League at the 
Heartfelt Arena in Pretoria was as competi-
tive as expected, and nobody was more 
impressed with this than Gauteng Jaguars 
coach Jenny van Dyk.

then the Golden Fireballs 44-34 on Sunday.

The North West Flames also started 

their season on a winning note when they 
beat the Eastern Cape Aloes 68-36 on 
Sunday. Flames coach Dorette Badenhorst 
took the opportunity of the opening match 

to give all of her players court time. The 
KwaZulu-Natal Kingdom Stars also gave 
a clear indication of their title hopes when 
they beat the Aloes 46-26 on Saturday.

Zack Piontek (Tuks/HPC) might be on his 
way to the Olympic Games in Rio, after he 
won a silver medal at the African Champi-
onship in Tunis, Tunisia.

With this performance he has most 
probably achieved his goal of representing 
South Africa at the Olympic Games in Rio.

Before the championships Piontek was 
ranked 24th in the under-90kg category. 
His international ranking will certainly be 
higher on the rankings that will be released 
later this week.

Only the top 22 judokas in any category 
will automatically qualify to compete 
in Rio. However, because a country is 
allowed to enter only one judoka per cat-
egory there is a good chance that a judoka 
with a ranking slightly lower than 22nd 
may qualify.

 The end of May is the cut-off for the 
Olympic qualifi cation.

Piontek is slightly disappointed that 
he was not able to win the gold medal in 
Tunisia. It was the second time in two 
years that he lost in the fi nal of the African 
Championships.

“Winning the title was a major goal for 
2016, but I have no excuses. I gave it my 
best, but the better man won. Our category 
actually played out exactly according to 

the way we were ranked. I was ranked 
second and lost in the fi nal to Abderra 
Benamadi from Algeria who was ranked 
number one.

“The positive I can take from my 
performance is that it most likely gave 
me enough international ranking points to 
compete in Rio. But I will only know for 
certain on 31 May,” said the 2014 Com-
monwealth Champion.

Piontek describes his semi-fi nal fi ght 
against Egypt’s Hatem Abd El Akher as a 
tough encounter.

“Abd El Akher won the African title in 
2013 and 2014. Unfortunately for him he 
was side-lined by an injury and was only 
able to start competing again at the end of 
last year. I have to be honest. Beating Abd 
El Akher was special because the last time 
we fought was in 2013 and he won. It was 
payback time for me” he said.

“Benamadi beat me in the fi nal because 
he was able to counter most of my attacks. 
There was a moment when I thought I 
might win. 

“I outwitted him with one of my tech-
niques and managed to pin him but, with 
only seven seconds left in our fi ght, he 
wriggled loose and won on points,” 
Piontec concluded.

Former Olympic Athlete, 
Shaun Bownes, set a new 
world record in the 110m hur-
dles in the event for men 45 to 49 years old at 
the Gauteng North Masters athletics champion-
ships last weekend.

While the average sports fan rose with 
diffi culty from the couch to fetch another 
cold beer, there was a very special Athle-
tics Championships taking place at the 
Pilditch stadium.

The Gauteng North masters athletics 
championships was held last Saturday at 
the Pilditch stadium in Pretoria.

The event was well-organised and the 
standard of athletics world class.

A total of 127 women athletes and 156 
men between the ages of 30 and 88 com-

peted in the event. The total of 283 athletes 
made it the biggest Masters championships 
thus far this year.

The oldest woman athlete was Christie 
du Plooy. This 85-year-old competed in the 
100m, 200m and 400m sprints. She set two 
new South African records in the two 
shorter sprints.

The oldest man was John van de 
Venter, aged 88. He competed in 
the 5 000 race walk.

The youngest athletes were 
two 30-year-olds, Chris-
telle Theron and Jean Pierre 
Zeelie.

The high quality of the athletics dished 
up at the event was underlined by the 11 
national records and one world record that 
were set.

A former Olympic athlete still taking part 

in athletics, Shaun Bownes, broke the world 
record in the 110m hurdles in the event for 
men 45 to 49-year-old. 

His time was 14,38 seconds.
Another familiar face at the meeting was 

that of the legendary hammer thrower Chris 
Harmse. In his career Harmse won medals in 
nearly every major athletic event.

Unfortunately he could, on the basis of 
religious objections, never participate in 
the Olympics as the Olympic 
fi nal was presented on 
a Sunday every 
time when he 
qualifi ed. 

He refused to parti cipate on a Sunday.
Harmse decided to try for one last time to 

realise his dream to participate in the Olym-
pics at the age of 43.

Unfortunately, he could not throw the 
qualifying distance this weekend at Pilditch. 

He threw only three meters short of the 
qualifying distance.

However, he has time until July 11 this 
year to qualify and he has at least fi ve offi -
cial events to do so, including the African 
Championships in Durban on 25 June.

According to all the senior athletes, mas-
ters athletics is a wonderful way of life.

The SA Masters Athletics Champion-
ships will also be hosted in Pretoria 

on 13 and 14 May this year.

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Titans win second title of  
the 2016 cricket season 

A winning culture, a musketeer spirit, 12 
centuries in four-day cricket, four interna-

“A score of 130 was attainable on a 
good wicket, but Rowan bowled smartly. 
He consistently hit good areas, used the 
short ball and also had batsmen caught be-
hind. We had bowlers like Tabraiz Shamsi 
(41 wickets), Marchant de Lange (38) and 
Ethy Mbhalai (30) who chipped in through-

out the season,” he said.
“The previous weekend our batsmen 

pulled off a draw (by stone-walling for 
146.5 overs to defy the bizhub Highveld 
Lions), and this weekend, our bowlers 
pulled us out of the fi re,” said Walter.

That family spirit has been evident 
through the campaign, said Heino Kuhn, 
who became the seventh domestic fran-
chise batsman to strike 1 000 runs in a 
season.

His 1 126 runs included four centuries, 
and he might add a national accolade 
or two to the four prizes he lifted at the 
achievement-awards evening of The Un-
limited Titans.

“We were playing for each other. Rob 
would much rather lose a game than draw 
it.
